2010 Annual Meeting

The meeting was called to order at 3:50 pm by President Rick Elbracht after Andy Riley, Secretary/Treasurer, determined that a quorum was present.  Rick asked for a moment of silence in remembrance of two of our friends and neighbors who passed away in the past year, David Day and Keith Davis.  They will be missed. 
Rick then introduced all the current board members and informed the owners that the duties and responsibilities of each board position are listed on the Valley Vista website at www.valleyvista.us, if anyone has questions.  In addition to the board, Rick also thanked Rich Cook for his tireless efforts in maintaining the water system. 

Minutes of the 2009 annual meeting were then approved. 
TREASURERS REPORT:  Andy reviewed the P & L, and checkbook balance.  The P & L is attached to these minutes for those who were not present.  Treasurers Report was approved. 

ROADS:  There was a general discussion about the roads and hill slide that occurred on the Hussey property.  An engineering report is pending on the slide area.  Everyone was reminded that homeowners should make every effort possible to keep the culverts and drainages clear on or near their properties in order for the road drainage system to function properly.  Erosion control is everyone’s responsibility.  Gordon Rohloff, the board member who focuses on road maintenance, explained the processes he uses for maintaining the roads and how the tractor is utilized. 
TREE REMOVAL: Discussion ensued about the need to remove dead and dangerous trees near the upper holding tank before they fall and damage the structure.  Dave Parsch volunteered to research resources for assisting with tree removal and maintenance. 

EMAIL VOTE:  It was proposed, seconded and approved that if additional funds are needed to take care of the road and tree situations that the owners will be notified and asked to vote via email rather than requiring an in-person meeting.  

THANKS: Thanks were extended to Gordon Rohloff for the stone artwork at the entrance as well as the work on the mailbox area.  Dave Parsch was instrumental in building the tractor garage.  

NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS: Susan Youngs, chair of the nominations committee, presented the nominees for officers. Nominations were also taken from the floor.  After the vote, Ed Bork, Frank Ward and Randy Youngs were re-elected for another three year term.   The board then determined that for the next year, Rick Elbracht would serve as president; Dave Parsch will serve as vice president; and Andy Riley as secretary/treasurer.
